Wire Mesh Bin made with hardware cloth or welded wire

How this system works:

1) The compost is started in this cylindrical bin. 

2) To turn the pile, the cylinder is opened, removed and closed right next to the pile.  The pile is turned as it is replaced in the closed cylinder.  The pile is turned in this way until the raw materials are no longer recognizable.

3) This finished compost is used as needed from this bin or moved to another location until needed.




					Cons


Must have a few basic tools, skills and time to construct


Wood will need to be replaced every few years


Composting will be by batches unless multiple bins are used


Less sturdy than other bins

Inexpensive and easy to build


Provides good air circulation


Keeps pile contained 


Doesn’t take up much space
