Wooden Cube Bin made with hardware cloth

How this system works:

1) The compost is started in this bin. 

2) The pile is turned in place until the raw materials are no longer recognizable.

3) This finished compost is used as needed from this bin or moved to another location until needed.




			Cons


Must have a few basic tools, skills and time to construct


Wood will need to be replaced every few years


Turning is slightly more difficult because pitchfork can get caught in wire


Composting will be by batches unless multiple bins are used





			Pros


Can be built inexpensively


Provides good air circulation


Keeps pile contained 


Doesn’t take up much space


Can be used on a slight slope or slightly uneven ground


Easy to move in between batches of compost
