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1. Talk about worms
a. Have you seen earthworms? Touched one?

b. What they look like: color, shape

c. What do they feel like? soft? slimy or moist?

d. How do they breathe? noses? through skin

e. How do they see? eyes? sensitive to light

f. What do they need to live? home - bedding; food; air to breathe

g. Can they live in dry bedding? what would happen to them if put in dry? example of worms on sidewalk or street

h. How do they eat? mouths? teeth? crops - need small bits of soil in crop
i. What do they eat? vegetables Can they eat hard veg. such as raw carrot or potato? mushy food, what we might think is rotten or cooked food; show a hard vegetable such as carrot or squash: can they eat something hard?
2.  Red wigglers - the kind of worms you can buy to fish with 

a. How are they different from earthworms? are smaller, live in bin, need warmer conditions

3. What do worms eat?

a. Newspaper bedding gradually

b. Feed vegetables and fruits, prefer soft and mushy

c. Love watermelon and cantaloupe rinds, squash and pumpkins

d. Don't feed: meat and oils, plastic and metals
4. Demonstrate how to make bin

a. What materials needed? plastic bin with holes in top and side, shredded paper, water, some soil (dirt), vegetable scraps)
b. Let kids shred some paper

5. Show off worms, let kids handle

a. Point out worm cocoons or tiny new worms if found

b. What do we use worms for? compost, fishing

6. Myths: if you cut one in half it will grow into 2 worms
